Keep Sinning Boldly

It’s an interesting time to

be a preacher. Many of my
longer-tenured colleagues of
various denominations talk
and write regularly about this
unprecedented moment-in-
time. There simply is no sweet
spot between Jesus’ emphases
of loving God, self, neighbor,
and enemy and the current
political rhetoric. To ignore world and national events
puts preaching in an artificial bubble that “separation of
church and state” never intended. To incorporate said
events into a sermon leads to contradictory feedback

that it either didn’t go far enough or it went too far into
political conversation. It’s even become so tricky that to
simply preach biblical language is interpreted politically
by listeners—think “welcoming the stranger” and current
immigration issues (Matthew 25:43-45, Hebrews 13:2,
Exodus 22:21, etc.).

What is a preacher to do? Keep preaching. The prophet
Isaiah writes that the word of the Lord goes out and
accomplishes its purpose while

Egypt
Growth in Farming

Ahmed Fathallah is a farmer in the community of

Kafr Abo Shehba, a city in the Bani Suwayf region of
northeastern Egypt. Ahmed cared for his lands the same
way his family had for generations. With changes in the
environment, Ahmed found his farming methods difficult
to sustain. “I would buy seeds from local merchants and
prepare the land using traditional agricultural methods. It
was very expensive and unproductive,” Ahmed said.

Financial Statement for April

He attended a seminar and learned alternative farming
techniques—techniques that reduce cost and waste—
from the Coptic Evangelical Organization for Social
Services, or CEOSS, an organization that reaches about
2 million Egyptians a year in more than 100 rural and
urban communities. Supported by gifts to ELCA World
Hunger, CEOSS teaches farmers modern agricultural
methods, including using compost (organic fertilizer) to
decrease the amount of chemical fertilizers the farmers
use.

“l worked with CEOSS to implement a compost model,”
Ahmed said. “It helped me produce safe, good crops
and save a lot of money. | learned to recycle agricultural
wastes in a good manner.”

The new techniques have helped Ahmed and his family
increase their income. Today, his children are enrolled

in and regularly attend school, the family has healthcare,
and Ahmed is more confident about his future.

Presiding Bishop May 5, 2017

On May 4, President Trump signed an executive order
titled “Promoting Free Speech and Religious Liberty.”
The measure addresses the IRS ban on political
campaigning by tax-exempt 501(c)(3) organizations,
an important protection for houses of worship. That
regulation is codified into law, so it would take an act
of Congress to reverse, but President Trump signaled
his administration’s opposition to the rule by directing
the IRS to use maximum discretion to refrain from
enforcing it.

The Lutheran Confessions state “the power of church
and civil government must not be mixed . . . [while]
both be held in honor and acknowledged as a gift and
blessing” (Augsburg Confession, Article 28). The
ELCA Constitution affirms that one of the purposes of
this church is to “work with civil authorities in areas of
mutual endeavor, maintaining institutional separation of
church and state in a relation of functional interaction”
(ELCA Constitution 4.03.n.). Our social teaching
encourages members and leaders to be politically
active as citizens and to provide moral leadership that
advocates for just and fair policies. Nothing in the
current IRS rules prohibit such activities.

Neither our theological heritage nor our social teaching
lift up what we would understand today as partisan
activity by church officials—endorsing or funding
specific candidates, for instance—because that confuses

Throughout the assembly,
much emphasis was placed on the Re-formation of
the ELCA. This was seen in a variety of programming

the appropriate responsibilities of church and state
leadership.

Exemption from taxation is an appropriate benefit
granted to churches and other charities. The restriction
on endorsement of political candidates in no way
restricts freedom of religion. In fact, it allows churches
to continue to focus on ministry and protects them from
being lured into participation in partisan politics to the
detriment of their proclamation and mission. The ELCA
provides this guidance to ministries on participation in
the electoral process.

Earlier this year, the ELCA joined with 99 diverse faith
groups in sending a letter to Congress opposing any
effort to undermine the so-called Johnson Amendment—
those IRS regulations that protect both the taxpayer

and our houses of worship. We do not seek or desire

a change in tax law that could prove divisive in our
congregations or detrimental to our witness of Christ.

Let us not be tempted to participate in partisan politics,
but rather focus on being part of God’s reconciling work
through Christ in the world and proclaiming the gospel
word.

Wildflower Hike at Golden Gate Canyon State Park
Saturday, June 17, leave Augustana’s south parking lot at
9am.

Over two dozen species of wildflowers bloom from mid-
June through July along the Horseshoe Trail to Frazer
Meadow. The trail also passes through spruce and aspen
groves and promises mountain views. This out-and-back
hikers-only trail follows streams so there may be muddy
places; carry bug repellent in case.

Rating: Easy to moderate because of the 900-foot
elevation gain.
